 Short-Term Domestic Visiting Scholars to Academia Sinica

Operating Guidelines and Procedures
1. Academia Sinica (denoted AS) wishes to further academic exchange between Taiwan universities, colleges and research institutions. To this end, we are working to encourage domestic scholars to visit AS to conduct research on a short-term basis. In addition, AS wishes to assist in the development of domestic industries operating in the technology sector.
These guidelines are established with a view to achieving these goals.
2. Domestic scholars interested in the Visiting Scholar Program (short-term) are required to meet the following conditions:
2.1 Candidates from national or private universities are required to have the rank of at least 
Assistant Professor, or have held the position of Lecturer (full-time) for over two years.
2.2 Candidates who are employed by the governmental research institutions and National Applied Research Laboratories are required to have the rank of Associate Researcher (full-time) or above.
2.3 Candidates employed by private industries or research centers are required to have         

   the rank of at least Associate Researcher (full-time) or equivalent.
  2.4 Candidates employed at teaching hospitals in Taiwan and who hold the position of 
     Attending Physician are required to have over two years research experience. 
3. Domestic Visiting scholars are required to conduct research at AS on their own vacation time 
or on official leave. A document of such proof, from their respective employer, is needed if the 
visiting period is not during the summer or winter vacations.  
4. Research areas for Short-Term Visiting Scholars are divided according the following:

4.1 Thematic research

4.2 Research and Development for specific technologies

5. Applications:
5.1 Applicants are required to submit three copies of the following to the host research 

   institutes (preparatory offices or research centers) via their employer: (1) a completed

   application form; (2) a list of publications; (3) a signed copy of the cooperative research   

   contract; (4) a research proposal; (5) authorization from the project sponsor of AS. 
5.2 The deadlines of applications are normally at the end of April and the end of October each 

   year.

6. Review of Applications Procedures:
  6.1 Each research institute (preparatory office or research center) should establish its own 
     review procedures. One copy of the review procedures, application documents, and the 
recommended short-list of prioritized candidates are to be submitted to the Office of 
Academic Affairs at Central Administration Office.
6.2 The Central Advisory Committee is to approve the applications.

7. The period of visiting AS may be from two to six months. Applications under six months in  

  duration can be extended, if necessary, but must not exceed six months in total in the 

  same year. 

8. Subsidies for Short-Term Domestic Visiting Scholars:  
According to Guidelines 2.1, 2.2, 2.4, AS subsidizes thematic research projects on the 

following basis:

  
8.1 AS will subsidize Visiting Scholars up to NT$30,000 per month. 
8.2 Host research institutes (preparatory offices or research centers) will subsidize up to      

   NT$20,000 per month for research related costs (e.g., materials, equipment, or data 
   collection etc.,). Visiting Scholars are required to produce receipts to be eligible for   
   reimbursement. 
     Visiting Scholars who receive subsidies are required to work the same hours as full-time 
     AS researchers. 

9. Performance Review of Short-Term Domestic Visiting Scholars: 
  Following the completion of the research project, host institutes (preparatory offices or 
  research centers) may arrange academic lectures for the Visiting Scholar. In addition, Visiting 
  Scholars are required to submit a written report to the host institutes for review. 

10. Concerning intellectual property rights, please refer to the Guidelines of the Development    
and Management of Research Outcomes of Academia Sinica. 

11. The benefits and obligations for Short-Term Domestic Visiting Scholars are governed by 

the host institutes (preparatory offices or research centers).

12. These guidelines have been approved at the General Assembly, and ratified by the President 
of AS. All subsequent amendments must adhere to this administrative process. 
In the event of inconsistency between the English Guidelines and the Chinese version, the latter shall prevail.
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
