Taiwan International Graduate Program
In 2002, in collaboration with a consortium of key national research universities, Academia Sinica established the Taiwan International Graduate Program (TIGP) to promote the internationalization of higher education in Taiwan. TIGP now offers the following eight interdisciplinary Ph.D. programs:

1.  Chemical Biology and Molecular Biophysics (CBMB) Program 

2.  Molecular Science and Technology (MST) Program 

3.  Molecular and Biological Agricultural Sciences (MBAS) Program 

4.  Molecular and Cell Biology (MCB) Program 

5.  Bioinformatics Program (BP) 

6.  Nano Science and Technology (NST) Program 

7.  Molecular Medicine (MM) Program 

8.  Computational Linguistics and Chinese Language Processing (CLCLP) Program 

Since its inception, TIGP has grown and expanded on both the number of inter-disciplinary programs and the number and global distribution of students (Fig.1). Presently, there are 166 students from 25 countries studying in TIGP.

The International Student Dormitory & The Research and 

Administration Building

Offering 136 en suite single study bedrooms, the Academia Sinica International Student Dormitory (Fig. 2) is intended to offer TIGP students cozy and convenient accommodation during their study. It is located less than 200 meters across the street from the main gate of Academia Sinica. In addition to private facilities in individual rooms, the dormitory also offers cooking, laundry, reception and audio/video facilities. The Research and Administration building of Taiwan International Graduate Program is designed to offer facilities for teaching, studying and administrative activities and is scheduled for completion by December 2006.
